The Messiah Evangelist: The Name Above All Names

The genealogy
of our Lord is
filled with
names, many
difficult to

pronounce. God placed this
bloodline description into Matthew 1
to prove that Jesus of Nazareth is the
Messiah, the promised and chosen
Savior. The Messiah must be of the
house of David, the tribe of Judah,
and the seed of Abraham. All of the
names are given in three groups of
fourteen and they were selected as
part of the eternal plan of God at the
fullness of the time Jesus would be
born to Mary of Bethlehem.

The book of the genealogy of
Jesus Christ, the son of David, the
son of Abraham. Abraham was the
father of Isaac, antsaac the father
of Jacob, andacob the father of
Judah and his brothers, adddah

the Savior of the world. If conceived
in a natural manner he would have
been born in sin. But the Holy Spirit
overshadowed Mary and therefore
that child born of her is God of very
God and He fulfilled the Law of God
in every detail. This He did for us
who are born in sin, who have sin
transmitted to us from our fathers
from generation to generation. Only
if Jesus is born without sin of the
Virgin Mary can He be our Savior.

A sinful man cannot even redeem
himself, much less his brother.
David was willing and ready to die
for his son Absalom but this would
not redeem him because David was
conceived and born in sin.

And now we have the miracle of
miracles. Modern thought rejects the
biblical truths but believers realize
there is no salvation unless we have
a sinless Savior who is perfect in His
holiness. The bloodline description
in the first half of Matthew 1 leads to
the birth of our Lord.
